Choose 
the topic you find most interesting and explore it based on the 
questions. After six minutes, indicate your appreciation and switch 
roles.

03	 After networking: Spend three minutes on your own noting down 
things to remember and what the topics are on which you might like 
to pursue dialog further. Get ready to meet the next person.
